The second 

section, SECTION-B, carrying maximum 40 mark will have 10 medium answer type questions 

(answers not to exceed 250 words), selecting two from each unit, out of which one from each 

unit is to be attempted. Each question will carry 8 marks. The third section, SECTION- C, 

carrying maximum 20 marks will have 5 questions (which requires answers not to exceed 300 

words), one from each unit out of which 2 questions are to be attempted. Each question will 

carry 10 marks.

On successful 

completion of entire three years, she or she shall be awarded as Bachelor of 

Vocation degree in Accounting, Taxation and auditing.
