The charges for outside garden of University Guest House will be Rs.10,000/- for outside
food and catering. If food is taken from University Guest House Rs.5,000/- may be
charged as Garden charges.

Vermi-Biotechnology and Mushroom Cultivation”

6 Students of Indo-American Institute Balicha,
Udaipur (Teachers Training Institute) were trained on 27" February 2022 for both solid waste
management through Vermibiotechnology and mushroom cultivation.

On 2™ day of the programme, the training program was inaugurated by Hon'ble Vice
Chancellor Prof. Amarika Singh.
